Primary Method of Instruction

Divide your participants into small groups.

Give each group a separate problem to solve.

Ask them to come up with some creative solutions to not only solve the problem, but to solve it in a way that will allow all par​ties to share positively in the solution.

Distribute a list of all 10 situations to all participants so they can review the problem and make notes as each group reports.

Have each group make a brief report.

After each small group reports, ask the larger group to suggest at least one idea from the report which could serve as a broader guideline for commissioners in other kinds of situations.
Note on Class Size:  


If the class is small, you might consider discussing each scenario as a group.   



In this case you might have participants take turns leading the discussion.
War Stories:  



This class lends itself to the telling of individual war stories.  



Use caution and do not allow one participant to dominate the discussion.
