


Instructions for Completing the 2007 Centennial Quality 
Achievement Form for Units, Districts, and Councils

“To improve the QUALITY of program in every unit in America!”

Step 1. 	Use the commitment form completed earlier in the year with the established goals along with the “Centennial 
Quality Achievement” form as a guide in evaluating the performance and achievement status of the unit, district, or council. 

Step 2. 	 The timing of the evaluation meeting to determine the status of the achievement is different for units, as 
compared to districts and councils. 

All units can qualify for the award beginning October 31. If a unit has not qualified at that time, an action plan can be 
developed to help it qualify by December 31.

The district and council evaluation takes place after the year ends on December 31. 

Step 3. 	 Review each of the criteria. Compare the goal with the completed actual for 2007, using the actual for 2006 as 
a guide in your discussions. The vision behind the Centennial Award is “To improve the quality of program in every unit 
in America!” A judgment call is made based on the conversation between the unit/district leadership, the district/council 
leadership, and the council/area leadership as to the improvements made during this year over last year. 

If “improvement” has been made in each criterion, then qualification can be confirmed. There may be special 
circumstances that cause the unit/district/council not to reach their original commitments, but they can still qualify. This 
evaluation should be discussed and a judgment call should be made. 

Step 4. 	Once the form is completed, all specified leaders should sign it. The form is then submitted to the council for 
filing. The council will post the status on MyBSA under the centennial tab through the “update” section. The status will 
automatically post to ScoutNET. 

Qualified units, districts, and councils can order specific recognitions from the Unit Order Form No. 14-192 for units or from 
the Council Centennial Order Form No. 14-754V for districts and councils. For program details see flier No. 14-238V. A 
supply was sent to every council based on the number of units and districts. Copies of each form are available online. The 
Centennial Quality Awards program descriptions are on www.scouting.org, on BSA Info through MyBSA under Leadership 
Support Service, or on the commissioner Web site www.scouting.org/commissioners. 

A complimentary supply of 2007 Centennial Quality Unit Award ribbons were sent to each council in June. More are 
available to purchase through the Supply Group after August 2007.
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
