Leader Information








The bowl-a-thon is an activity designed to introduce Cubs, Scouts, and Explorers to the wonderful sport of bowling and to provide a financial benefit for participating Scout units and the council.  Participants have fun and blow for free.  Your Scout unit has the opportunity of raising additional funds without any initial investment, and the bowl-a-thon supports your local council to help with its program such as day camp, baiting hollow Scout camp, training, and other activities.





Cub Scout packs and dens may want to include the bowl-a-thon in their plans for participation in the Cub Scout sports program.





Each unit should select a bowl-a-thon coordinator.  He/she will keep track of each participant’s performance on a unit summary sheet.  The unit coordinator will distribute bowl-a-thon sponsor pledge sheets to participants and collect results of same.  The coordinator accompanies participants to the bowling establishment, checks pledge sheets, and verifies scores on a bowl-a-thon day.  He/she returns 60% of monies collected tot he Scout Service Center by [date].





Each Cub, Scout, or Explorer wishing to participate signs up sponsors (family, friends, neighbors) who pledge 2 cents, 3 cents, 5 cents, or 10 cents per pin for two games.  On your district’s bowl-a-thon day, your Scouts or Explorers will bring their completed pledge sheets to the bowling center and bowl their two free games.  Participants must have secured sponsors with a minimum combined pledge total of 10 cents.  All participants will be credited with a minimum score of not less than 100 for the two games.





Participant scores are verified by the scorekeeper.  They then call on their sponsors, collect pledges based on their score, and turn the money into their unit bowl-a-thon coordinator.





All participants will receive an attractive patch.  In addition to the grand prizes, trophies will be awarded in each district for the following categories:  The Cub, Scout, or Explorer with the most sponsors or the Cub, Scout, and Explorer that raised the most money.  District winners and their families will be invited to a bowl-a-thon awards night on [date].





Note:  the 60% of the total monies raised by the unit must be in the Council Service Center no later than [date] in order for participants to qualify for a prize.  Participants cannot qualify for more than one prize.
