The troop committee’s job is to support the Scoutmaster and assistant
Scoutmasters so that they can focus their time on being with the youth, and
supervising, while letting the youth lead. A minimum of a chartered organization
representative, a Scoutmaster, a committee chair, and a troop committee with at
least three members are required in order to organize a troop. Organize your
troop committee according to your needs! While the minimum number for the
committee is three, there is no maximum number of committee members that can
serve your troop! Give something to do to every person who is willing to help.
